about Instant Win!
Performance artists from across Greater Manchester are invited to pitch a new performance idea in 60 seconds!  A panel of judges will select the best idea, using imagination and originality as their only criteria.  The ‘instant winner’ will receive a £500 commission to realise the idea and present it as part of the programme at greenroom (Manchester city centre) on 13 June 2008.
Past ‘instant winners’ have included: The Bucket Company, Jiva Parthipan and Sinead King.  In the past, the ‘outcomes’ of Instant Win! have included experimental theatre, one to one performance, an interactive exhibition, an installation of grafittied toilet doors and a wrestling match in the bar!
‘Pitches’ are invited from performance artists across a range of non-narrative disciplines, and the idea could be realised as experimental performance, dance, installation, interactive exhibition, durational performance or live art.

When you arrive at Waterside Arts Centre, please go to Reception and let us know that you are here.  You will be given a number, and during the course of the evening, our hosts will call your number at random and you will be asked to make your ‘pitch’ to the panel.

A panel of judges, (including greenroom’s Artistic Director, Garfield Allen), as well as the audience will listen to all the pitches.  The panel will then short-list a number of artists and, if selected, you will be invited to make another 60 second ‘pitch’ to try to convince the panel of the quality and imagination of your idea.

The Instant Winner! will be announced that evening and you will be awarded a certificate and given information about what happens next.
