Maximum 20 minutes, technically simple and suitable to be shown alongside other pieces.
· Short finished pieces

· Excerpts

· Works in progress

· Sited works in and around the building also welcomed.

Although proposals for longer, durational and technologically complex work will be considered and included if feasible, due to the platform nature of the event, the majority of work should be:

· 20 minutes max in duration

· technically simple* and adaptable to quick turnarounds 

· self-supporting in terms of props/set/equipment and technology beyond the provision of greenroom.** 

· Turn cannot pay fees or expenses. 

*Standard lighting rig in Performance Space will be general cover, high cross, sidelight and 2-3 specials.  Basic lighting in Workspace.  No control of lighting in other areas.

**including a limited amount of video equipment. 

Sited and intervention based works in and around greenroom are also strongly encouraged for these please only fill in relevant parts of form!
NB Please be aware that, due to the nature of the event, warm-up space, dressing rooms and shower availability will be extremely limited.  We will do our best, but please consider this carefully before applying.

Platform selection process: 

All proposals will be considered by Garfield Allen of greenroom, Deb Ashby of Dance Initiative Greater Manchester and Tamsin Drury of hÅb.

Short listing of work for inclusion will be on the basis of suitability to the artistic parameters of the event, technical and logistical feasibility. Due to heavy demand, selection criteria have been developed:

1. Priority will be given to practising professional dance based work from the North West 

2. Final year degree and post-graduate work will also be eligible

3. Artistic merit of proposed ideas will be taken into consideration

4. Track record of artists will be taken into consideration

5. Work which has already been shown publicly in Manchester will not be highest priority

General criteria: 

Proposals should be for pieces with some live presence, 20 minutes maximum for show-type work, technically simple, adaptable to quick turnarounds and suitable for showing alongside other pieces.

Sited and intervention-based works in and around greenroom are also strongly encouraged.   We are also accepting proposals for video based work to be screened in the bar.

Video submissions:

This does not need to be a high quality or expensive piece of video, it can be from camcorder, digital camera or mobile phone – just something that shows us your style and what you are planning.  We recognise that dance and movement is difficult to describe in words, so this is aimed at helping both you and us understand what you are proposing.

Either send by post, on dvd or mini-dv or vhs, a short video (10 mins max).  Or upload to You Tube:
· This can be an excerpt from rehearsal or performance – max 10mins

· A video ‘pitch’ for the piece proposed, demonstrating elements of your choreographic style.

You Tube Instructions

YouTube accepts a wide range of video file formats such as .WMV, .AVI, .MOV and .MPG transferred from most digital cameras, camcorders and mobile phones.  If you don't think your current video file format is recognised by YouTube, you may get the best results by converting your file to MPEG4 video with MP3 audio.  Make sure your video is less than 10 minutes long, smaller than 1 GB in size and in an acceptable format:

1. Go to www.youtube.com/turnmcr
2. Click the "’upload” link in the You Tube header bar

3. Sign-in with the username turnmcr, password: erprize1903

4. Press the "Upload Video..." button.

5. In the next window, click the "Browse" button to browse for the video file on your computer. Select the file you want to upload.

6. Enter as much information about your video as possible, including Title, Description, Tags and Category. 

7. Determine if you want your video set to Public or Private.

8. Wait for video to upload

9. Save changes

It can take from a couple of minutes to an hour for your video to upload to YouTube.

If you receive an error message when uploading, you should ensure that you're attempting to upload a file type that's recognised by YouTube. YouTube accepts video files from most digital cameras, camcorders and mobile phones in the .AVI, .MOV, .WMV and .MPG file formats.
